Nancy is requesting AIGA to create/design promotional bookmarks to give away and flyers.  She would also like the group to redesign her current business cards.  I will be assigning or a small group to brainstorm and create the designs requested.  In order to complete this project to the best of AIGA’s ability, I will be providing multiple designs for Nancy to pick from. The responsibility to carry out this project will mostly be placed in the hands of the students who volunteer. I, as the SLA contact, will oversee all work done and we may consult with our advisor, Matt Derezinski, for design critique.   The student volunteers will be creating multiple designs for Nancy’s requested business cards, flyers, and bookmarks.  I will coordinate between designers and Nancy.  Designers will have access to Mac computer labs on campus and use Adobe Creative Suite programs such as Illustrator, InDesign, and Photoshop for the completion of this project.

I believe once the project gets underway we will have designs for Nancy to look at within 3-4 weeks.  We will go from there refining the work and picking the final designs.  Nancy is flexible with her deadline and would just like to accommodate the students who are assisting her.  I would like to have the designs finished for printing by December.  The only materials/expenses I foresee us needing is paper and printing resources, but Nancy usually uses a local printer for her business cards, etc.  Nancy has provided a few requirements for the designs.  The color she typically uses is pale pink and her logo is a smiley face, but she is very flexible about color shades and the logo.  The business card should be designed for both sides, while the flyer would obviously just be one-sided.  Nancy said the bookmark could be either way.


The main challenge I expect to encounter is coordinating multiple designers and being able to have meetings with everyone involved.  I don’t anticipate needing a lot of meeting times, but I will want to set up a meeting with Nancy to show her design options and then again with the designers to give out critique and further instruction.  The other challenge I anticipate is making sure the designs are cohesive.  With multiple designers working on the project I will have to provide parameters for them to work within so the designs have some for of consistency.
